The PlanetPress Design barcode library now includes 10 new barcodes, including Data Matrix, MaxiCode and QR Code. 

Data Matrix - A very efficient two-dimensional (2D) barcode which can store from 1 to about 2,000 characters, Data Matrix uses a small area of square modules 
with a unique perimeter pattern, which helps the barcode scanner determine cell locations and decode the symbol. Characters, numbers, text and actual bytes of 
data may be encoded, including photos. Data Matrix codes are increasingly popular on printed media such as labels and transactional documents. The code can 
be read quickly by a scanner which allows the media to be tracked, for example when a parcel has been dispatched to the recipient.

MaxiCode - MaxiCode is a barcode that is currently used by postal services on packing slips for package sortation and addressing worldwide. Suitable for 
tracking and managing the shipment of packages, MaxiCode uses dots arranged in a hexagonal grid instead of bars. All MaxiCode symbols include a Structured 
Carrier Message containing key information about a package. This information is protected with an error correction code, allowing it to be read even if a portion of 
the symbol is damaged.
